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Starting Position:

Staging:

Two pistols loaded and holstered.
Rifle in on the rest at A

Shotgun on the rest at A

Procedure:
When ready yellil got some Colt’s for ‘ya”

At buzzer, draw your first pistol and engage the
3 pistol targets (Rusty is the middle pistol
target) with 5 rounds, any order. Holster and do
it again with your second pistol. Holster, and...

Pick up the rifle and engage the targets on the
Texas Star. After all star targets are down;
alternate any remaining rifle rounds between the
two rifle targets. Do not hit “Rusty’! Safely
stage the rifle, and...

Pick up the shotgun, load and knock down the 4
shotgun targets.

Note: Rifle misses are the targets left on the
Texas Star and/or any misses on R1 or R2
and any hits on “Rusty”.
